The generational
conflict between the old and the young
is not temporary, but rather will pose
problems for a long time to come.
Aging is an important subject not only
at a personal level but also for society
at large.

For as long as we are alive, age will
always be an issue. At a certain point
in our development, we long to be
older, while at other times, we want to
avoid it. The complex nature of aging
arises solely because it is the sum
of our objective values and subjective
experiences. In this regard, “age”
continues to “aging” and “generation”
and expands to “population,”
‘caregiving,” and “technology.” This
realm cannot exclude “conflict” and
“social problems.” DOOSAN Humanities
Theater 2023 intends to evaluate age
and find wisdom.

Contrary to the title, Long Peace is
about conflict. A stable, peaceful state
is also a pre-war state, and humanity
is passing through it right now.

The story of Penalty for Litter stems
from an object found on the street. It is
marked with a red sticker that reads,
“Penalty for Litter.” Discarded objects
pile up under the streetlamps in the
alleys. They are all marked with a red
sticker. Anything that is not thrown
away properly is subject to a fine.
These objects exist on the fringes of life
without a name and only as the subject
of a fine. What stories do they hold?
Their stories are told in a documentary
format that includes a video of the
artist’s search for discarded objects
and an exhibition of these items
onstage.

Eunji Son, the founder of Creative
Space : A Room of One’s Own, is a
creator and director who collaborates
with artists from various genres.

She
spends a great deal of time on research
to understand the properties of objects,
and based on this work she then
unravels her stories.

“If | called Mom for a video chat, would
she pick up the phone?” Face Time
begins from a vague notion of calling
someone that one can no longer meet.
Curious about whether a connection
with an unreachable person could
change her life, Seryeon remembers
her mother who communicated her
hopes and dreams through puppetry.
Face Time reexamines how we
perceive “connection” in an age when
all it takes is one phone call to connect
to someone on the other side of the
planet. It also questions, through
memories of one’s mother, the subject
of hope in this day and age.

I Am Here is a creative collective
comprising director Seryeon Park,
actors Daejin Jeong and Jinkyung Lee,
and scenographer Jiwoo Kim. Based
on the motto that “Everything happens
here” and “What happens here,
also happens there,” they jointly create
projects that are performed inside and
outside the theater. Their stories
unfold not only onstage, but inside
someone’s house, in an alleyway,
and elsewhere. They focus on the story
of “I am here” since every personal
story is also a history that awaits us in
the future.
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Aran's bathtub

DOOSAN ART LAB Theatre 2023

All humans, regardless of disability,
have desires. But how do we perceive
disabled people’s passions? Aran’s
Bathtub is a story about Ayoung and
her older sister, Aran, who has an
intellectual disability. One day,
Aran disappears after claiming that
she has had sex. Ayoung goes out to
search for Aran and discovers her
sister’s world, one that she did not
know existed. How valid is our
perception of sexuality and disability
that is bound by protectiveness?
This play asks us whether disabled
people, with desires of their own, can
live as themselves in our society.
Playwright Sehee Lee writes stories
about personal conflicts and concerns.
Her earlier plays about “maternal
love” pose questions about pregnancy
and mothers’ identities as women.
Her later works focus on current issues
as seen from the eyes of children
and teenagers. Lee also presents
stories about adolescents’ physiological
changes, growth, and social
discrimination.
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K-Jesus
DOOSAN ART LAB Theatre 2023

K-Jesus is about a clash of faiths
between a pastor father, whose eyes
are only on God, and his children,
whose eyes are only on their father.
Located in a small town in Korea,
Bansuk Presbyterian Church is planning
to build a new church. Pastor Pilseung
is busy preaching and encouraging
financial donations while his daughter,
Hannah, manages all the church’s
affairs. When Pilseung is diagnosed
with cancer, his son Youngjae comes
from Seoul, but they clash over their
different faiths. Korean society, long
sustained by a patriarchal system, has
been oppressing and erasing countless
voices of minorities and the vulnerable.
Although a wide range of discussions
on “women,” the “disabled,”
and the “queer,” among other subjects,
have emerged to respect these voices,
patriarchy remains strongly in place,
begetting other forms of violence and
vices. K-Jesus poses questions about
our beliefs and different forms of faith.
Woong Jeon is a creative member
of the New Universe Theatre Company.
Born to a pastor father, Woong Jeon
questions what he has believed in and
what he has refused to acknowledge in
this debut play as a director. He intends
to focus on the small but common
stories in the world, while collaborating
with creators of various genres.
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Unscorched
DOOSAN ART LAB Theatre 2023

Written by British playwright Luke
Owen, Unscorched is about the
relationship between work and one’s
private life. Tom, committed to helping
others, begins working in the child
protection sector as an analyzer of
videos of child abuse. Having to watch
unforgivable criminal acts on a daily
basis, Tom tries to retain his humanity
by watching comedies or going on
dates. As his professional life seeps
into his private life, Tom finds it
increasingly difficult to separate the
two. There are countless professions
in society, and everyone does
something for a living. Through this
piece, Hoyoung Choi asks questions
about how we should go on if our
work ethic ends up destroying our
private life.

Hoyoung Choi is an actor and
director and the founder in 2016
of Kirkos. Driven by the motto to create
“sustainable, developable art,” Kirkos
pursues creative methods in which
each individual becomes the subject.
It produces contemporary pieces that
explore current issues about the
functions of humans, society, and life,
social ethics, and coexistence in a
plural society.
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Dance Nation

Dance Nation tells the coming-of-age
story of teenage girls who discover their
physical desires through dance. They
sketch a fierce world of dance as they
dream of holding up the trophy in a
dance competition held in Tampa Bay,
Florida.

When we’re long past our teens,
can our bodies still feel what we felt
back then? The girls’ competitive world
of dance will bring back memories of
our radiant, dynamic youth. As we
realize that the incidents and feelings
experienced in our teens remain in our
bodies, we will come to face the
teenager in ourselves. The teenage girls
who appear in the performance are
played by actors of various ages, who
boldly express their physicality, desires,
and emotions.

20th Century Blues, written by
American playwright Susan Miller, is a
story about aging as told by four
women in their 60s. Since befriending
each other in their younger days in
prison, the four women have been
meeting once a year for a photo shoot
initiated by Danny the photographer.
One day, Danny tells them that she
would like to include their photos in her
retrospective. The four friends, who
had always been close, clash over the
fear of being judged and observed by
strangers.

When the play premiered in 2016, it
was praised for its shrewd observations
and vivid portrayal of women that
people fail to see. The play makes us
reconsider what it means to age, while
questioning society’s perception of
older people and their roles.

When Your Left Hand Holds My Left
Hand and Their Left Hand is full of
satire, fear, and science fiction
imaginations about the crisis of the
Anthropocene. Jinsae Jeong, winner of
the Baeksang Arts Awards’ Best Short
Play, wrote and directed the play while
Jonggwan Baek and Kayip conducted
joint research to develop the script.

The world is burning in a fire that
has been raging for 40 days. Eight
ships launch from Earth to protect and
evacuate animal, plant, and human
species. Each ship carries life forms
that will be stored in the Svalvard Seed
Vault in Norway for future generations.
However, since not all of them can be
stored in the seed vault, the creatures
must compete for a spot.

Meanwhile, in the ship named
Pando, which is bound from East Asia
to Europe, Nobel Prize Laureate May,
who grew up in Korea'’s science
orphanage, botanist April, and October
from the US Air Force, meet and enter
a game of survival.

While following the traditional form
of pansori in which a Sorikkun(vocalist)
and a Gosu(drummer) lead the story,
the performance also introduces a band
and two additional characters who
support the vocalist’s story and add
vivid details to the narrative and the
scenes.

endless questions about life, and
the struggles of the younger generation.

Eichmann, Where the Night Begins is
based on a play by Stefano Massini, an
Italian playwright noted for identifying
contemporary issues in history that
repeat themselves.

The play presents an imaginary
dialogue between Hannah Arendt,
a political philosopher, and the Nazi
lieutenant Adolf Eichmann, who
organized and implemented the
Holocaust. The two engage in a heated
conversation based on the court
records of the Jerusalem trial and the
historical backgrounds of Germany and
Judea. Eichmann argues that he only
followed the orders of his country, while
Arendt confronts him with questions.
The philosopher is surprised by
Eichmann’s ordinariness, but gradually
comes to witness the evil hiding in an
otherwise ordinary man.
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New Work
by Hyunju Kang

DAC Artist

Hyunju Kang explores the hidden
values of social issues that have
become natural in our lives. She pays
attention to the stories of common
people and constantly searches for
ways to interact with the audience
beyond the walls of the theater.

Her debut play Weiner. Vegetable
Stir-fry looks at the lives of characters
who are both victims and perpetrators.
In this piece, Kang takes a careful
approach to presenting “violence”
onstage while conveying the story in a
plain, straightforward manner. For her
next play Market Theater, she was
praised for recreating the structure of
Seoul’s Yeongdo Market, which was set
for demolition stemming from an urban
renewal project. The Great Passage,
adapted from Shion Miura’s novel of
the same name, follows a publishing
company’s 13-year journey to
complete a dictionary, a process that
captures the humble, yet profound
lives of people living through a world of
change.

Hyejung Jin tells stories of the lives of
people who are pushed to the fringes of
society. As a member of the creative
collective ‘Project i:A’ since 2016, she
has been creating works that carry the
voices of adoptees, women, and sexual
minorities.

She examined the lives of neglected
minorities in the A Reader's Theater
Reading the Queer plays series, which
introduced literary works about
minorities, and the play The scene you
were in, which deals with seemingly
unending incidents related to teenage
suicide. In Out of Love, she explored
the complex feelings of love, hate, and
obsession through two women whose
lives cross paths. Rotterdam, an
attentive yet lighthearted play about
sexuality and relationship, was selected
by The Korean Theatre Review as
one of the seven best plays of 2020.

In 2022, she met the audiences through
The Welkin, as part of the ‘DOOSAN
Humanities Theater 2022: Fairness’.
